(Please note that in-school fundraising for these trips is not permitted, though individuals may raise funds independently and/or ask Mrs. Conlin or Ms. Manninen about strategies and/or school bursary forms.) Deposits are encouraged as soon as possible.  You are encouraged to let us know you interest and we will do our best to accommodate you.  

The remaining payment will be made in the fall semester.  Payment plans may be requested at that time.
